In the last few 
weeks, Modi has addressed 
a series of election rallies, 
sometimes three meetings 
in a day, in support of BJP 
candidates. 

“Th e atmosphere which I 
have seen in entire Madhya 
Pradesh clearly shows the 

lotus (the BJP symbol) is go-
ing to boom. I do not see the 
Congress in the game. It is 
heading for a shameful de-
feat. People will choose de-
velopment and elect the BJP 
when they vote on Novem-
ber 17. Th e Congress will 
face a crushing defeat,” he 
said, speaking at the rally on 
the penultimate day of cam-
paigning. 

He said in the tribal belt 
of Gujarat, the Congress 
was wiped out in the last 
elections. “Wherever the 

Congress goes, its spoils 
(the state where it is in 
power),” said the BJP’s star 
campaigner, reaching out 
to indigenous people and 
cautioning them against 
the Grand Old Party.

had already engulfed the 
entrance of his house.

Immediately after, he 
jumped with his 12-year-old 

son and wife Priyanka (36) 
to escape the blaze. 

“Th e family was sleep-
ing when they smelt smoke 
coming from the entrance 
of the fl at. By the time they 
realised that the building 
had caught fi re, it was too 
late. Th e entrance was com-
pletely engulfed in fi re so 
they couldn’t escape,” San-
jay Garg, a relative, said. 

“Th ey had no choice but 
to jump,” he said. Garg said 
that they got to know that 
the fi re started from the 
ground fl oor which later 
spread to the other fl oors. 

“Priyanka took water from 
the washroom and poured 
it on the rest of them in the 
house. She also poured it 
around in the room to pre-
vent the fi re from spread-
ing. She did this for half an 
hour,” he said.
