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Couple lynched in Bengal after
minor found dead in pond

The body of a child was
found in Nischintapur area
in West Bengal's Nadia dis-
trict on Saturday morning,
following which a mob al-
legedly lynched a couple,
suspecting their involve-
ment in the minor’s death,
police said.

The mob also vandal-
ised the property of the
couple, accused of killing
the Class-3 student - Swarn-
abha Mondal - a senior po-
lice officer said.

The boy, who had been
missing since Friday after-
noon, was found in a pond

in the locality this morning,
he said.

“The body of the boy
was wrapped in tarpaulin.
The family members of the
minor accused the couple
of killing the child. A mob,
including the family mem-
bers of the boy, stormed the
accused’s house, vandalised
the property, and assaulted
them,” the police officer
said. The two injured were
taken to a hospital, where
doctors  declared them
dead, he said.

The post-mortem con-
ducted on the deceased boy
revealed that he was “stran-
gulated with the help of a
gamcha) the officer said.

“The report confirms that
the boy was murdered. A
ligature mark was found
around his neck. There are
clear marks of strangula-
tion. The crime took place
sometime between 4 pm
and 6.30 pm yesterday,” he
said.

“An initial probe revealed
that the boy left his home
around 3 pm on Friday to
play on a ground in the
area. Since he did not return
home, the family members
started searching for him.
They lodged a complaint,
claiming that the minor was
missing. The search contin-
ued throughout the night,
the officer said.

India and France share
the same determination
to achieve just and lasting
peace in Ukraine, French
President Emmanuel Mac-
ron said after a phone con-
versation with Prime Minis-
ter Narendra Modi.

The tension began
after the negotiations for
a trade deal hit a roadb-
lock as well as Trump'’s
repeated claims that he
resolved the military con-
flict between India and
Pakistan in May. India has
been maintaining that the
conflict ended following
direct talks between the
two sides.

Over the last few
months, India and the US
held several rounds of ne-
gotiations for a bilateral
trade deal but it could not
be sealed in view of sharp
divergences in certain
critical areas including
agriculture and dairy.

Terror funding:
ED attaches
assets worth
over 36 lakh

The Enforcement Director-
ate (ED) on Saturday said
it has attached fresh assets
worth Rs 6.34 lakh as part of
a money laundering invest-
igation against banned ter-
rorist groups SIMI and IM.

The immovable proper-
ties that have been attached
under the provisions of the
Prevention of Money Laun-
dering Act (PMLA) belong
to accused Raju Khan, the
federal probe agency said in
a statement.

The money laundering
case stems from an FIR
filed by Chhattisgarh Po-
lice in Raipur against a
man named Dheeraj Sao
and some others under the
provisions of the Unlawful
Activities Prevention Act
(UAPA).

The FIR alleged that cer-
tain bank accounts were
being used to receive funds
from unknown persons in
India on the instructions of
an entity named “Khalid of
Pakistan’, and the amounts
received were being trans-
ferred to Zubair Hussain,
Aysha Banu and Raju Khan,
alleged members of banned
Students Islamic Movement
of India (SIMI) and Indian
Mujahideen (IM).

Noida astrologer held for
hoax Mumbai terror threat

A Noida resident has been
arrested for allegedly
sending a hoax threat mes-
sage to the Mumbai Police,
claiming that 14 terror-
ists had entered the city
with explosives, to frame
a man who had filed a
case against him and seek
revenge, officials said on
Saturday.

The accused, Ashwani
Kumar (51), a native of
Patna in Bihar, was liv-
ing in a housing society
in Noida’s Sector 79 for

the past five years. He de-
scribed himself as an as-
trologer and vastu expert,
the officials said.

According to the of-
ficials, the message re-
ceived by Mumbai police
on Thursday was traced
to Noida, following which
Sector 113 police swung
into action and arrested
Kumar within hours.

Kumar was arres-
ted from Sector 79 and
handed over to the Mum-
bai Police, Additional
Deputy Commissioner
of Police (Noida) Sumit
Shukla said.

The latest report said the
‘Politically Motivated Vi-
olent Extremism’ (PMVE)
encourages “the use of viol-
ence to establish new polit-
ical systems, or new struc-
tures and norms within
existing systems”.

“While PMVE may in-
clude religious elements,
actors are more focused
on political self-determin-
ation or representation,
rather than racial or ethnic
supremacy,’ it said.

Several terrorist entities
listed under the Criminal
Code in Canada that fall
under the PMVE category,
such as Hamas, Hezbollah,
and the Khalistani viol-
ent extremist groups Bab-
bar Khalsa International
and the International Sikh
Youth Federation, have
been observed by law en-
forcement and intelligence
agencies to receive finan-
cial support originating
from Canada, the report

pointed out.
In 2022, the Financial
Transactions and Re-

ports Analysis Centre of
Canada’s (FINTRAC) Op-
erational Alert on Terror-
ist Activity Financing had
identified Hezbollah as the

second most frequently
identified  international
terrorist entity to receive
outgoing Canadian funds.

The 2025 assessment
report detailed the PMVE
financing methods too and
said Hamas and Hezbol-
lah are established and
well-resourced groups that
fall under the PMVE cat-
egory.

“These groups use di-
verse funding methods to
sustain their operations,
including the abuse of the
money services businesses
(MSB) and banking sec-
tors; use of cryptocurren-
cies; state financing; abuse
of the charitable and non-
profit organisations (NPO)
sector; and criminal activ-
ity.

“Khalistani  extremist
groups supporting viol-
ent means to establish an
independent state within
Punjab, India, are suspec-
ted of raising funds in a
number of countries, in-
cluding Canada. These
groups previously had an
extensive fundraising net-
work in Canada but now
appear to consist of smaller
pockets of individuals with
allegiance to the cause but
seemingly no particular af-

filiation to a specific group,’
the report revealed.

Abuse of non-profit and
charitable activities was a
common concern for the
organisations mentioned.

“The misuse of the char-
itable and NPO sectors has
been observed as a promin-
ent financing method used
by Hamas and Hezbollah.
Khalistani violent extrem-
ist groups have also been
known to use networks to
solicit donations from dia-
spora communities to raise
and move funds, including
through NPOs,” it pointed
out.

Despite these observa-
tions, it is estimated that
revenue generation through
NPO abuse represents a re-
latively small percentage of
operational budgets of ter-
rorist groups overall, it cla-
rified.

lllegal drug traffick-
ing remains the highest
money laundering threat in
Canada, followed by fraud,
commercial trade fraud and
trade-based money laun-
dering, and tax crimes, the
report said. “These threats
are each estimated to in-
volve billions of dollars in
illicit proceeds annually in
Canada,’ it said.
