3 cruise ship patients evacuated to
Europe after hantavirus outbreak

Three patients with suspec-
ted hantavirus infections
were being evacuated from
a cruise ship to the Neth-
erlands on Wednesday, the
UN health agency said, as
the vessel at the centre of a
deadly outbreak remained
off Cape Verde with nearly
150 people on board wait-
ing to head to Spain’s Ca-
nary Islands.

Associated Press footage
showed health workers in
protective gear heading to
the ship for the evacuation
that included the ship’s
British doctor, who Spain’s
health ministry said had
been in “serious condition”
but has improved. An air
ambulance later departed.

Three people have died,
and one body remained on
the ship, the World Health
Organisation said. Eight
cases have been recorded in

Russia snubs Ukraine’s unilateral
ceasefire, ﬁres dozens of drones

Russia fired dozens of
drones at Ukraine in night-
time attacks, Ukrainian
officials said Wednesday,
disregarding a unilateral
ceasefire announced by
Kyiv that began at mid-

night.
The Russian Defence
Ministry  claimed that

Ukraine hadn’t abided by its
own ceasefire, saying that
air defences shot down 53
Ukrainian drones over Rus-
sianregions, the illegally an-
nexed Crimean Peninsula
and the Black Sea between
Tuesday evening and dawn
Wednesday.

Rescuers work at the site
of the private house hit
by a Russian drone strike
in Kharkiv, Ukraine on

Five  people  were
killed by a Ukrainian
drone strike on the city
of Dzhankoi in Crimea,
according to Russia-in-
stalled Gov Sergei Ak-
syonov. He reported the
casualties just after mid-

night, but posted about
the attack itself more than
90 minutes earlier.

There had been no official
sign from Moscow that it
would heed Kyiv’s ceasefire,
and there was little hope for
a pause in hostilities as the
war stretches into its fifth
year following Russia’s all-
out invasion of its neigh-
bour. US-led diplomatic
efforts to stop the war over
the past year have come to
nothing.

On Tuesday, Russian
drone and missile strikes
on Ukraine killed 27 people
and wounded 120 others, all
of them civilians, according
to Ukrainian Interior Minis-
ter Ihor Klymenko.

launching CNN in 1980, has
died at age 87.

CNN reported that he died
Wednesday, citing a Turner
Enterprises news release.

Turner owned profes-
sional sports teams in At-
lanta, defended the Amer-
ica’s Cup in yachting in 1977
and donated a stunning
USD 1 billion to United Na-
tions charities. He married
three women - most fam-
ously actress Jane Fonda -
and earned the nicknames
“Captain Outrageous” and
“The Mouth of the South.”

UK cops form unit
against antisemitic
hate crimes

The Metropolitan Police,
on Wednesday, launched a
dedicated Community Pro-
tection Team made up of
an initial tranche of 100 ex-
tra officers to tackle rising
antisemitic hate crimes in
London.

The new team brings to-
gether neighbourhood poli-
cing, specialist protection
and counter-terrorism cap-
abilities to provide a “more
visible, intelligence-led and
coordinated” presence fo-
cused on protecting Jewish

communities across Lon-
don.

It follows a spate of an-
ti-Jewish crimes in the
UK capital, including last
week’s terrorist attack in
Golders Green that left two
men with serious stab injur-
ies.

“The creation of a new
Community Protection
Team of around 100 of-
ficers is an important step
in strengthening our re-
sponse to the sustained
threats Jewish communit-
ies are facing, said Met
Police Commissioner Sir
Mark Rowley.
